Decision of the judges is final and binding in case of

any conflict .

Organisers hold the right to change/modify rules on
the day of the event. Participants shall be informed in

advance of any rule changes.

For Performing Arts competitions the use of fire,
water, smoke, diyas, candles, matches or any other
inflammable material during the performance is
strictly prohibited.and participants must submit their
music on a USB drive (no cassettes etc. allowed)
during the registration on the day of the show. It is

advisable that a back-up of music be carried.
